TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN

I wish to inform you that a student or students from the Faculty of Medicine who have enrolled in your course may have difficulties attending classes in the first four weeks.  

As part of the requirements of the MBBS program, all students are required to complete 12 UoC in courses outside the Faculty of Medicine in addition to the GE requirements.  These courses are to be taken in either Year 3 or Year 4 concurrent with the students’ enrollment in the Independent Learning Project (ILP).  The ILP is not full-time to allow students to attend classes in the extra-Faculty courses.

However students undertaking the ILP and extra-Faculty courses in Year 4 do not commence until the week beginning the 30th March.  Prior to this they are completing a course delivered in the Medicine Summer Teaching Period (19th January – 27th March) which includes a summative examination (Integrated Clinical Examination) in the week beginning 23rd March.  It is likely that students will have difficulty attending classes in your course during this period.
While I appreciate that the timetabling of the Medicine course and examination may impact on the students’ attendance in your course initially, I would be confident that these students will be able to compensate for this and complete satisfactorily.
